I. Reviewed meeting minutes from:

1. RSU 10 Report:  No Update
2. Road Report: Lee shared Bims Road Report
a.  Pratt Hill Culvert Replacement/Grant – Doug/Bim:  There was discussion on the scoring concerns for Grant, as this culvert is a safety concern they feel that this would help in the scoring process. Bim & Doug have filled out information and it has been sent to AVCOG.  Also discussed was bidding the job, the culvert will be a bid process and the town road crew would be doing the work, so that would not go out to bid.  Doug will work with AVCOG to complete the grant process. His project management time will be donated to the town. 
3. CEO Report – Shared one application
4. ACO Report – No Update from the ACO.  Norma House has been working with the ACO to capture a few cats that were left outside at a vacant home. The ACO will be trying to trap the cats.
5. Planning Board Report – We have not received meeting minutes, and have no update at this time.
6. Ordinance Committee – There was low attendance for the Retail Marijuana Public Input Session that was held on October 12, at 10:AM. The committee feels that until the State has finalized the rules that consideration of this ordinance should be tabled.  They believe that this should be revisited.  Lee suggested that the committee start working on an Administrative Ordinance, to state clearly how the town works. The Selectboard will get a written request to the Committee.
7. Fire Warden Report – Isaac had a call from Clarence, and he wants to charge $5/permit.  The selectboard thinks this should not be allowed.  They will speak with him.
8. Treasurer Report – Shared September balance sheet, the selectboard signed.  The auditors will be working on the 18/19 audit, starting the beginning of November.

4. Bear Mountain Road access issue/Norma House - Norma House is having issues with her neighbors on Bear Mountain Road, and wanted to clarify where the town responsibilities end on that road.  The Selectboard shared the information.  This is a citizen issue and not a town responsibility. 
5.  Food Bank issues – The Fernalds are willing to act as liaisons to the Good Shepard Food Bank. Lee Fernald has been in contact with them.  Lee Holman would like more details on who has what responsibilities with the Food Bank.  Lori will work on putting together a list of names and responsibilities, and will have them at the next meeting.
6. Training – Lee moved to approve funds for Lennie and Cathy to attend an MMA budget workshop.  Cathy 2nd, All approved.
