I. Jack called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.
II. Reports

A. Road Report

1. Samson complaint: Jack and Jeremy Johnson, Road Commissioner, visited the Samson property. Jack motioned to table the issue until Spring. Zoe second. All in favor=3.
B. CEO Report: Bill discussed the Audet building permit requirements with the Board. The board decided on November 6, 2008 to deny a building permit application from Jake Audet until he provided a deed showing his lot contained three acres. The Audet lot acreage is now listed at 2 acres but there is a contiguous larger lot bordering it. Bill stated that the 2 acre lot was created in 1970 so it may be grandfathered. Jack motioned to allow Audet to build. This motion was not seconded. Lee motioned to table. Zoe second. All in favor=3.
C. ACO Report: none
III. New Business

1. Curbside Pickup contract 2 yr extension: Jack motioned to accept the two year contract extension for curbside pickup with Archie’s Inc. Zoe second. All in favor=3.
2. Background check request: Selectmen signed the form for concealed weapons background check.
3. Resignation: Lee motioned to accept with regret the resignation of Sigrid Houlette from the Waste Committee. Jack second. All in favor=3.
4. Training: Lee motioned to allow Lianne to attend the Town Meeting & Election workshop in Portland on February 26th. Zoe second. All in favor=3.
5. Winter Sand Bid Specs: Selectmen agreed to accept the sand bid specs as amended. Three year contract for 4000 yards of sand mixed by the contractor with salt supplied from town at a rate to be determined by the Selectmen or Road Commissioner. Delivery must be completed by Oct. 25th of each year and shall be stockpiled in the salt shed by the sand provider. The bid specs will be advertised at a later date with the snowplow contract bid specs.
6. LD 208 Dam maintenance/Lee: Lee will be attending the hearing concerning LD 208 in opposition. Jack and Zoe shared that they are also opposed. The Boness’s researched interlocal agreements and discovered that ordinances must be in place before the agreements can be approved. Jack motioned to contact the attorney to discuss the subject of dam co-ownership. Zoe second. All in favor=3.
7. Phone purchase: Jack motioned to allow the purchase of new phones for the town office. Zoe second. All in favor=3.

1. Salt shed sign wording: Selectmen agreed to purchase the 2x3 sign stating “Hartford residents only-one 5gallon pail of sand at a time-unauthorized persons are not allowed to enter the salt shed under any circumstances” for $140.00.
2. Town Hall Floor repair: Selectmen agreed to pursue the claim for floor repair. Repair tabled until next meeting.
3. Wagner Tree Insurance bond release: Jack motioned to release the insurance bond for Wagner. Zoe second. All in favor=3.
4. Selectmen’s letter/Hartford News: Jack motioned to accept the selectmen’s letter for the Hartford newsletter. Zoe second. All in favor=3.
VI. Jack motioned to approve January 19 Selectmen minutes. Zoe second. All in favor=3.
VII. Jack motioned to approve warrants 71, 72, 73 & 74. Zoe second. All in favor=3.
