Present: Selectmen David Bowen, Lee Holman, Hope McCabe, Clerk Lianne Bedard, Road Commissioner Jeremy Johnson, and CEO Jack Plumley.

I. David called the meeting to order at 6:00pm.
II. Open Session: David reported that the Dam Core committee is looking for a Hartford selectman and a Canton selectman to hand deliver the petition to General Libby. Selectmen agree to send David. David stated that the engineering report is in but MEMA will not accept the report as written for it is too vague. The deadline will remain at 12/31/07.

Selectmen agree to back Jack on enforcing the ordinance concerning Mr. Mains. David suggested including time limits and applying penalties if needed.
