Selectmen’s Meeting

December 1, 2005

Minutes

Present: David Bowen, Lee Holman, Hope McCabe, Lianne Bedard, reporter Mary Standard, Jack Plumley and Alan McNeil.

I. David called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.

II. Open Session: No comments.

III. Reports

1. Road Report: David called MMA concerning using town funds on private property to fix problems associated with the roads etc. MMA stated that it is allowed as long as it benefits the town. Bob Calawa spoke with a resident of Pratt Hill Road concerning a water runoff, which will affect the road conditions. Bob was told that the owner is planning to fix the problem. 

Lee spoke with Jeremy concerning the work to be done at the Margeson’s property. Jeremy will begin the job as soon as he is able.

Road Complaints: Selectmen reviewed three written road complaints. David Kraske stated that after last week’s storm, the intersections were sanded well but a 3 mile stretch on Church St. was not sanded at all and very slippery. David Kraske also stated that he picked up a bucket of sand from the sand pile. The next day when he was ready to use the sand, it was frozen solid. David Bowen stated that the sand pile should be 8% salt and the salt is mixed into the sand when it is delivered. 

2. CEO Report: not present at this time. Selectmen reviewed 2 building permits.

3. ACO Report: not present.

IV. Old Business

1. Community Dynamics reviewed tax maps and a deed for the sand/salt shed site. David will contact them when an eight-foot hole has been dug for soil testing. This should be done next week. Selectmen decided the building would be built to hold 3500 yards of sand/salt. The design will be a laminated wood arched building with 12’, 12’ high walls with 4’underground.  An outside pad will be designed for residents to obtain sand. Community Dynamics will forward all figures associated with building the shed before the meeting on the 15th of December.

2. David Kraske submitted lists of inventory, to be used for GASB, for the Selectmen to review. David K. stated that the final list should be kept at a separate location in case of fire etc. 

3. Land Purchase Deed has been signed and delivered to the Office for recording. David signed the real estate transfer forms. Bob Russell has been paid for the property on Town Farm Road. 

4. Town Hall lending policy was reviewed and was tabled until the next meeting.

5. Real estate list request was denied since Hope did not get a response after emailing the company several times. Lianne will return the check to them. 

6. Special Town Meeting Warrant was reviewed and changes are to be made. Selectmen will review at the next meeting.

V. New Business

1. Road Issues/W.Bragg: not present.

2. Signpost/B.Calawa:  no issue.

3. There has been a request for the town to sell a foreclosed property on Town Farm Road. This property was foreclosed upon in 2000. Lianne is researching to make sure all lien and foreclosure papers are filed before a decision is made. Tabled until the next meeting.

4. Moderator/Spec. Town Mtg./Lee will contact Terry Hayes. 

5. Selectmen agreed to hold the Annual Town Meeting in May of 2006. A date has not been decided upon.

6. Real Estate list/requests have been made for electronic versions of real estate information. Selectmen stated that is public information and we can charge for any time spent gathering the information. 

7. Selectmen agreed to allow Raeleen to attend a class for MV training. 

8. Lee motioned to enter into Executive session at 9:05pm concerning the CEO and subdivision violations. David second. All in favor=3.

Executive session ended at 9:30pm. 

David motioned to forward a potential subdivision violation to the planning board. Lee second. All in favor =2. One abstained.

Selectmen authorized payment to the Plowing Contractor in two payments per month instead of one.
