V. Unfinished Business:
1.  Shared services meeting –The next meeting will be on October, 6:PM at the Sumner Town Office. The Selectboard will be contacting the CEO that works in Canton, to check on their availability.
2. No Spray Ordinance – Bim questioned what our requirements would be for mowing the sides of the State Roads. Our ordinance is not valid and will have to be re-visited. The originator is aware and will be working on getting this redone.  
3.  Isaac request per 8/29/19 email – He gave permission to share a letter from the town’s attorney. Personnel matters will not be discussed in any public meeting.  Lee moved to send a letter to Isaac, Lori 2nd, All in favor.
4. RR Bridge update – Waiting to hear back from Jason Olsen on fixing the culvert.  Christine reminded the selectboard about available grants for recreational areas. Doug suggested that there are also snowmobile trail grants available.  Lennie and Hannah will try to tackle a simple grant.
