Selectmen’s Meeting

December 7, 2006

Minutes

I. David called the meeting to order at 7:03pm.

II. Open Session: Lee shared with the board that she attended the Rumford Municipal Officers meeting and the speaker was Dale Doughty from DOT. The subject was road planning. According to a map provided by DOT, Rte. 140 is eligible for State repair. Lee will follow up on this issue.

III. Reports

1. Road Report: Cathy submitted a written road report stating that work has been done on Howard Rd., Sam Annis, Farrand, Cary Hill, bushes were cut on Old State Rte 140. Guardrails are in place on Town Farm Road. Various road signs have been replaced, also a few stop signs. Southpaw Lane culverts will be installed Thursday. Ditching will be done to curb water from running down Steep Drive. A culvert will be placed near Tina Fleury’s on Church St. and on Town Farm Road. A load of gravel will be placed on Goding Road.

Complaint/Darcy Ames: Bob Calawa shared photos of water runoff problems on Berry Road. The water is coming from Southpaw Drive and running onto the property of Darcy Ames and Michael Rose. Darcy’s foundation is beginning to mold. Jack will research the covenant of Southpaw subdivision to see who is responsible for the road maintenance. David suggested shimming the overlay on the road next year. Cathy is working on the problem now. Some of the responsibility falls on the landowners. 

2. CEO Report: Jack stated that DEP visited the Davenport Road site. A complaint was received that Randy Gammon had created erosion while repairing the road to his lot. DEP stated that there were no major violations. 

Jack addressed a complaint concerning a logger on McSherry Lane. Jack instructed the owner of the lot to remove a new culvert and repair ditch. The owner has agreed to repair the problem.  

3. ACO Report: Rick stated that it has not been very busy.

IV. New Business

1. Sand/Salt Shed update:  Arch’s have been installed. David motioned to pay David Trask from the Loan deposit and to table the Community Dynamics invoice. Invite John Cleveland to the next Selectmen’s meeting to discuss the charges. Hope second. All in favor=3.

2. Complaint process/executive session: David motioned to enter into Executive session to discuss the complaint process with a resident. Hope second. All in favor=3. David motioned to exit executive session. Lee second. All in favor=3. No decisions were made.

3. Concealed weapon permit: Selectmen signed the permit.

4. Sympathy Cards: Selectmen signed three cards.

5. Transfer Station Pass: Lee motioned to use the one day pass for non residents who bring resident’s items to the transfer station for them. David second. All in favor=3.

6. Date of next Selectmen’s Meeting: David will be out of town on December 21st. Selectmen agreed to hold the next selectmen’s meeting on December 19 at 7pm.

7. Training: David motioned to approve $40.00 for Lee and William Bragg to attend the maintaining gravel roads workshop on Dec. 12 in Fairfield. Hope second. All in favor=3.

8. 2007 Pre-disaster mitigation competition: Lianne stated that Tom Standard researched the grant and towns are responsible for a percentage of the grant and money must be available up front. Many towns do not have the money in the budget. Towns may want to budget for the grant next year.

9. Project Canopy Grants: no interest.

10. Contract for Goods/William Bragg: Selectmen signed the contract. William repaired a section of ditch near his mother’s property.

11. Selectmen’s Letter/Newsletter: Hope will put together the letter. Deadline is Dec. 31, 2006. Items discussed for letter: Winter roads, sand salt shed, road plow priority etc.

V. Old Business

1. Assistant CEO: Jack stated that Mark Mumau has shown interest as Asst. CEO. Lee stated that the town was not looking for an asst. CEO, but was approached by a resident asking for help. By appointing her as asst. Ceo she would receive discounted training. David would like to be fair to all that show interest. 

David motioned to appoint Sigrid Houlette as Assistant Code Enforcement Officer on a volunteer basis. Lee second. All in favor=3.

2. CEO Job description amendments: Selectmen okayed changes to the job description including removing town manager and inserting board of selectmen etc.

3. EMA Director/Share with Sumner: Lianne spoke with Tom Standard and he is willing to perform the duties of EMA Director for the town of Hartford along with Sumner, and Buckfield. He will donate his time for the remainder of the fiscal year but would need $50.00 per month for training etc. expenses. For the fiscal year 2007-08, Tom is requesting $100.00 per month salary plus $50.00 per month expenses. David will speak with the current EMA Director and the selectmen will revisit the subject at the next meeting.

4. Deaf Child signs: Lianne spoke with DOT and was told that the town is responsible for the signs. Any signs concerning specific residents are the responsibility of the town for the state cannot keep track of when residents move or when conditions change. Lianne will order 2 signs.

5. Proposed CD: David motioned to change the amount of the new CD from $100,000.00 to $75,000.00 due to the balance of the sweep account as of October 31, 2006. Hope second. All in favor=3.

6. Transfer Station reports: the reports will be finished by January 4, 2007 per Lee.

7. GA ordinance signatures: Selectmen signed the required paperwork. The General Assistance Ordinance changes were approved in October.

8. Town Hall Electrical Work: Selectmen agreed to hire Dan Westcott to repair the Town Hall electrical problem even though the outside light is now somehow working.

9. Review of Reconciliation/Checking Account/October: Selectmen reviewed October and November reconciliation. 

VI. David motioned to approve the Selectmen mtg. minutes of November 16, 2006. Hope second. All in favor=3.

Lee Holman had to leave the meeting at this point.

VII. David motioned to approve warrants 38, 39, 40, and 41. Hope second. All in favor=2.
