Selectmen’s Meeting

April 6, 2006

Minutes

Present: David Bowen, Lee Holman, Hope McCabe, Alan McNeil, Jeff Stern, Jack Plumley, Lianne Bedard, and Mary Standard.

I. David called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.

II. Open session: Beverly Murphy stated that no bump signs have been placed on Mahoney Road. She had complained last week that signs were needed. Bim agreed to place signs on the road and to fill holes with gravel.

III. Reports

A. CEO Report: Selectmen reviewed three building permits. Jack suggested that the town not charge for cutting of hazardous trees in shoreland zoning areas. Selectmen decided to continue to charge the fee to offset the cost of the CEO wages. A permit must be issued in all cases. Jack suggested ditch work to be done on Main Street near the boat landing on Canton Lake to prevent erosion caused by road sand. Jack also suggested that calcium chloride be used near the area to prevent erosion. Other towns have received grants from fema concerning erosion problems. Erosion is also a problem on Pinewood 

Drive and a plunge pool may help the situation. The subdivision which is to be built on Pinewood Drive will have access via the former Kelley residence. 

Jack stated that there is a dispute concerning the residents of Apple Hill estates concerning a two family home. David stated that the town is required to enforce the conditions of approval for each subdivision. Jack will review the C.O.A.

B. ACO Report: Lee, acting as ACO, submitted copies of paperwork from all calls handled by her since the previous meeting. She has begun to work on the warrant for unlicensed dog owners.

C. Road Report: Bim stated that Perry Road is in bad shape. Bim will contact Pike Ind. to find out when grinding can begin. Pratt Hill Rd. also needs grinding. Perry Road will need 8” of gravel after grinding and will need ditching. Bim stated that he has smoothed Labrador Pond Road the best that he could. The road needs gravel. Bim will ask Jack about permits for starting the Town Farm Road Bridge work. Bim suggested planning a meeting concerning a schedule for road repair. 

IV. New Business

1. Jeff Stern was present concerning a cost sharing grant for Bear Pond. This will be phase II of the plan to prevent erosion from entering the pond. The first phase was completed last December. If the grant is applied for in May the work will begin in spring of 2007. Work needs to be done on lower Bear Mtn. Road. The ditches on Mahoney Rd. are pretty raw, according to Jeff, and the water does not seem to go anywhere. Bim suggested placing a 10’ extension on the culvert near the cemetery on Bear Mtn. Road. Bim did work on Bear Mtn Road and Laplante Road last week. 

Selectmen decided to agree to the Cost Sharing Project.

Bim will contact Jeff with the cost of the culvert for the extension on Bear Mtn. Road. Jeff will need a letter signed by the selectmen agreeing to take part in the project.

2. Selectmen reviewed the two applications received for the ACO position. Lianne will contact the candidates to schedule interviews with the Selectmen to be held at 6pm and 6:30pm on April 20, 2006.

3. 4 mowing bids were received: 

David Mcalister at $3000.00, D&D property at $1950.00, Roger Smith at $1350.00 and Richard Jeskelski at $2999.00. 

David motioned to table the decision until the next regular selectmen’s meeting subject to contacting at least one of the individuals concerning the term of the contract. Lee second. All in favor=3.

4. 4 winter plow bids were received:

McNeil Logging at $ 2625.00/mile with 5% increase each year, Maynard & Sons at $2100.00/mile, Johnson Excavation at $2950.00/mile and Willie Bragg at $1934.00/mile.

David motioned to accept William Bragg’s bid of $1934.00/mile for the plowing of winter roads. Hope second. All in favor=2 with 1 abstained.

5. 3 sand bids were received: 

Maynard & Sons at $5.00/yard, McNeil Logging at 5.95/yard with a 5% increase each year, Dirt Works at 6.85/yard up to 2500 and $7.00 yard for the additional 1000yards.

David motioned to accept Maynard & Sons’ bid of $5.00/yard providing the sand meets the town’s specifications. Hope second. All in favor=3

6. 2 audit bids were received:

Larry Campbell at $3000.00 and RHR Smith for $4000.00

Lee motioned to accept RHR Smith’s bid not to exceed $4000.00. Hope second. All in favor=2 with 1 abstained.

7. 1 curbside bids was received:

Archie’s at $31024.24 for 2006, $32575.92 for 2007, 34204.56 for 2008. Plus Tipping at $70.50/ton and Recycling charge of $1000.00 per year. Pulling fees for transfer station will be $110.00 for wood, $200.00 for bulky waste, and $60.00 /month for roll off container rental.

David motioned to accept Archie’s Bid for the stated amounts. Hope second. All in favor=3.

8. Lee motioned to appointment the following ballot clerks: Arthur Harvey, Anita Pottle, Rita Melendy, Ronald Melendy, David Kraske, Marjory Kraske, Laura Kraske and Yvonne Bragg. Hope second. All in favor=3

9. Project Graduation of Buckfield High School has requested a donation. No motion was made due to lack of budgeting for this cause.

10. Lee filled out the Avcog estimate form for culverts. Bim stated that we will probably use 20 12’ by 15” culverts, 20 20’ by 15” culverts and 20 15” bands. 

11. Community Concepts letter stating that some Hartford residents are in need of help with heating and home repairs was signed. 

12. Bim will contact Pike Ind. to meet with him concerning Town Farm Road paving estimate for 2006-2007. 

13. A resident of Garden Drive has requested new signs with arrows  for his neighborhood. Selectmen stated that he should request the signs after July first since there is not enough money left in the road sign account at this time. 

14. DOT RRI program: Lee will contact them for more information. 

15. CEO Cert. Program: Selectmen signed the notifications form showing that Jack was appointed as CEO for 2006-07. 

16. Lee stated that we must have a G/A Fair Hearing Committee. She suggested that we choose Cliff McNeil to act as the committee for he is familiar with General Assistance. This decision will be made after July first of this year. 

17. Two sympathy cards were signed by the selectmen.

2. Selectmen decided to have a picture of a Baldwin apple on the cover of the Town Report. Lee will work on the selectmen’s letter for the Town Report.

3. Selectmen suggested asking Arthur Harvey to serve as moderator for the May 11, 2006 election.

4. David motioned to approve the corrected abatement for Shannon Prokey, which was approved at the previous selectmen’s meeting with the wrong amounts. The correct amount of the abatement is $1136.27. Hope second. All in favor=3.

David motioned to abate 2002 supplement taxes for Alan McNeil lots R4 11.3, R4 11.4 and R3 1-6. Hope second. All in favor=3. 

David motioned to approve the abatement for David & Louise Campbell in the amount of $336.68 for lot U4 –17. Hope second. All in favor=3.

5. Selectmen signed a letter to auditor, Larry Campbell, which accepts the work, has completed for the year ending June 30, 2005.

6. Selectmen signed a corrected Quit Claim Deed for Jamie Moran.

7. David motioned to charge the following fees beginning July 1, 2006.
