Special Town Meeting

December 13, 2008

Minutes

The meeting was held at the Hartford Town Hall with 46 residents and 2 nonresidents attending.

Lianne Bedard, Town Clerk, began the meeting by reading the greetings of the town meeting warrant.

Article I.
A nomination was made by Lee Holman to elect Terry Hayes as 



moderator. This motion was seconded by Judy Hamilton. 


Vote by written ballot: 3-Terry Hayes.

Article II.
A motion was made by John Convey to adopt the Town of Hartford 


Revised Comprehensive Plan 2008. This motion was seconded by David 


Kraske. 



Discussion: There was much discussion on the issue of sprawl. Some 


residents disagreed with the idea of higher density housing areas in 


Hartford without an offset. It was stated that the plan, if approved, could 


be amended at town meeting in the future after approval from the state has 

been received. A resident was concerned that legal council was not present 

at the meeting to answer questions. It was explained that if approved


an Adhoc Implementation Committee would be appointed until an 



ordinance could be voted on at town meeting to establish a standing 


committee. Gratitude was given to the Comprehensive Planning 



Committee members for all of their hard work throughout the years.


Lee Holman asked to vote by written ballot.



Vote by written ballot on the article as written: Yes 28/No 14.

Article III.
Lee motioned to adopt the Town of Hartford Subdivision Regulations as 


written in Attachment A. This motion was seconded by Peggy Poskus. 



Discussion: 



Morrill Nason pointed out a typo on Page 9 at the top which should read



“The common open space shall not be used for future building lots”. This 


typo will be corrected. Lee noted that three specific changes are to be 


voted on today: Article V. section C the fee of $50.00 per lot not to exceed 

$2500.00 was changed to $175.00 per lot with no limit. Article VI. section 

B. $50.00 was changed to $175.00. Article VI. Section E not to exceed 


$5,000.00 in the aggregate was changed to limited to customarily 



reasonable expert fees. 


Discussion: a resident asked who would determine what fees would be 


reasonable? The answer from another resident and Ordinance Committee 


member was that the Planning Board would determine the limit and he 


stated that he was advised to never include an amount in an ordinance. If 


the fee is unreasonable the applicant would win a challenge.



Vote by show of hands on the article as written: Yes.
Article IV.
Lee motioned to adopt the Inter-local Agreement for Management of Lake 

Anasagunticook Dam as written in attachment B. This motion was 



seconded by Judy Hamilton.


Discussion: A resident stated that the committee described in the 



agreement would be organizational to manage the dam when it is in place 


and funds would be approved at the regular town meetings to maintain the 


dam. It was stated that grants would be easier to get if this agreement was 


approved. It was suggested that the agreement be changed to allow 



Hartford more votes than Canton on odd numbered years instead of 


Canton always having more votes. One resident stated that the 



maintenance of the dam would be very minimal. It was also suggested that 

bills be paid when invoices issued instead of Canton receiving the 



budgeted amount within 30 days of each town meeting and collect interest 


until spent. Lee read the letter from the town attorney.


A motion was made by Arthur Harvey to postpone the vote of this article. 


This motion was seconded by Bertrand Landry. 


Vote by show of hands to postpone: Yes.

A motion was made by Pete McCluskey to adjourn the meeting at 10:30am. This motion was seconded by Chuck Kraske.
